Suggested Club Officer’s Duties

PRESIDENT:  presides at meetings; distributes responsibility; represents group at county’s meetings; shares information from Executive Board Meetings and mailings or calls upon club representative to board to share, helps secretary and leaders to get reports in on time; and encourages participation in county programs.  Pick up Learning Packets and Program Books prior to your first meeting of the new year.

VICE-PRESIDENT:  Responsible for program planning in club, discussion, Goldnotes and Update.  In charge of club’s subscription to UPDATE. Assumes duties of president in case of their absence.

SECRETARY:  Has charge of roll; keeps the minutes of meetings; handles all club correspondence and is responsible for writing club correspondence and is responsible for writing reports of all club activities.  Sends minutes to UWEX Office.  Must notify UWEX office with number of members and guests attending speaker meetings by registration deadline.

HELPFUL HINTS:  When mentioning the name of a club member in the minutes, be sure to include the last name of the member as well as the first name.  When listing names of new members, be sure to give both their name and their complete address, including city and zip code.  Please send your minutes in on a monthly basis.  Send one copy  to Jane Jensen, UW-Extension Sheboygan County, 5 University Drive, Sheboygan, WI 53081.
TREASURER:  Handle all records pertaining to money; collect dues and Pennies for Friendship.  Advise club on needs for raising money.

All money that is collected for dues, Pennies for Friendship, etc., is to be counted and sent or given to the County HCE Treasurer.

Annual dues shall be $15.00 per club member or individual member ($5.00 for state, $2.00 for District, $8.00 for county).  All members of a Household are members.  Each Household has one vote, unless additional dues are paid by additional household members.

Members dues shall be paid by October 1st.  Membership dues including membership roll are to be submitted to Treasurer by October 1st.

*Individual members are Sheboygan County Association of Home and Community Education persons who do not belong to a club.  They receive the newsletter and may attend all organization activities.  Dues are payable to HCE and must be sent to the treasurer.
